3, Appointment to the post of Member in the Central Electricity Authority is made in
accordance with the provisions contained in Section 70 of the Electricity Act, 2003 read with the
Central Electricity Authority (Terms and conditions of Service of Chairperson and other

Members) Rules, 2005.
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4, Section 70 (5} of the Electricity Act, 2003 provides that the Members of the Authority
shal be appointed from amongst persons of ability, integrity and standing who have knowledge
of, and adequate experience and capacity in, dealing with problems relating to engineering,
finance, commerce, economics or industrial matters, and at least one Member shall be
appointed from each of the following categories, namely:

(a) engineering with specialization in _ dgsign, construction, operation and
maintenance of generating stations;

(b} engineering with specialization in transmission and supply of electricity;

{c} applied research in the field of electricity;

5. In terms of the provisions contained in the Central Electricity 'Authority {Terms and
conditions of Service of Chairperson and other Members) Rules, 2005, no person shall be
eligible for appointment to the office of a Member unless he has held:

(a) the post of Chief Engineer or equivalent in the scale of pay of Rs.18400-500-
22400 (pre-revised) [Rs.37400-67000 + Grade pay of Rs.10000 (Revised)) or

) Board or a semi-Government Organisation or a Public Sector Undertaking or an

(b) The person would also need to possess a minimum of three vyears’ field
experience in the relevant field as defined in sub-section (5) of section 70 of the
Electricity Act, 2003. :

6. The duties and responsibilities attached to the posts of Member (Hydro), CEA, are given
at Annexure-|.

7. The Member shall hold office during the pleasure of the Central Government.
Appointment to the post would normally be made for a period of five years, which shall be
restricted to the date on which the incumbent of the post attains the age of superannuation.
The officer selected will not be eligible for permanent absorption in the CEA. The maximum age
timit for appoirtment to Fhe post shall be 56 years on the closing date of receipt of applications.
